COHEAO UPDATE 
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Federal Update  

On February 7, 2008 the House passed the College Opportunity and Affordability Act of 2007 (Higher Education 
Act reauthorization, HR 4137).  Probably one of the best bills offered in recent memory for the Federal Perkins 
Loan Program. 
Specifically for the Perkins Loan Program, the bill does the following: 

 Perkins Loan Program reauthorized through 2014. 

 Prohibits the Department from requiring mandatory assignment of loans except in those cases where 
schools fail in properly administering the program. 

 Requires the Department to return Perkins funds collected from voluntary assigned loans to the assigning 
institution less 30% collection cost. 

 Annual loans limits raised to $5,500 for undergrads and $8,000 for grad students. 

 Raises the maximum FCC from $250 million to $350 million per year (would need separate appropriations 
legislation to actually get the money). 

 Allowance for books and supplies raised from $450 to $600. 

 Eliminates the requirement that requests for forbearance be in writing. 

 Reduces the n umber of on-time payments needed for loan rehabilitation from 12 to 9. 

 Makes it easier for disabled veterans to have their loans discharged. 
o Full time staff member in a pre-kindergarten or child care program (must be licensed or 

regulated by the state). 
o Full time faculty member at a tribally controlled university 
o Librarian with a masterõs degree in library science who is employed under Title 1 of EASEA, or 

public library serving a Title 1 school. 
o Full time speech language therapists with a masterõs degree working in a Title 1 school. 
o Full time firefighter. 

 Prohibits the Department from establishing a national unit record database. 

 Expands disclosure requirements when a Perkins Loan is being consolidated to inform the borrower about 
loss of benefits, etc. 

 Allows an institution to move up to 25% of its Title IV Work Study Funds to the Federal Perkins Loan 
Program. 

Although this bill still has to move to a conference committee between the House and Senate, it contained many 
provisions that COHEAO had been pushing for.  The Senate passed their version last summer and it contained 
many of the same provisions but the House bill articulated many items listed above that the Senate bill did not.  
The current continuing resolution that keeps Title IV operating expires at the end of March and it is hoped that 
the conference committee will finish before that time so another resolution will not be necessary.  Watch for 
additional information from COHEAO especially if there is need to make contact with your congressional 
delegation.
